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time in local newspaper history, words and phrases, objectionable to any racial
or religious group when advertising for qualified help.

This was an event of far-reaching significance ... and it was brought about
as a result of the consistent, behind-the-scenes effort of the Jewish Personnel Re-
lations Bureau of the LAJCC.

The LAJCC was instrumental in establishing a Bureau of Kashruth Adminis-
tration to administer Kashruth “‘without profit to anybody and for the common
good.” An 11-point plan was drafted which was approved by all groups, the
Orthodox, Conservative and Reformed groups.

The new central Jewish Community Center — the largest Jewish center west
of Chicago— was soon to open its doors. Just one year ago, the ground was
broken for this $1,500,000 center to be located at 5807 West Olympic Blvd.
Long before Rosh Hashanah 1954 the new Center will be open and serving
thousands.

A newspaper, called The Jewish Community Bulletin, was published, with
the stated aim of “forging an important link in the democratic process by keep-
ing all constituent agencies of the LAJCC posted on aims, plans and programs.

But no review of the previous 12 months would be complete without a dis-
cussion of what happened to our brothers and sisters in Eastern Europe — not
only for its effect on the LAJCC but for its importance in the lives of all of us;
of every Jew no matter where.

We witnessed, early in 1953, a repetition of Hitler-like tactics against our
brethren.

For a brief period this spring we held our breaths and waited for what we
thought might be the same old blood bath.

But the hue and cry raised by organized Jews in Los Angeles, throughout
the United States and everywhere — joined by thousands of men and women of
good will of all faiths — prevented 1933 from happening all over again.

Now we wait to see what will happen.

Perhaps the 3,000,000 Jews within Russia and *'lron Curtain’’ countries will
be permlﬂed to go to Israel and take up a new life — a life where they may once
again follow in the culture and faith of their fathers.

And what of Israel? Israel, in the face of relentless Arab persecuhon con-
tinued to work out its destiny as a bastion of democracy in the Middle East; as
a nation to make all of us proud to be Jews.

And for these things cmd many more we say “‘Thank you, O Lord, our
Creator .

And we look forward to a Happy, Prosperous New Year for our fellow Jews
in Los Angeles, the United States, Israel and Europe — wherever Jews gather
and live.

And because the Los Angeles Jewish Community and its officials subscribe
to the living truth of the phrase, *'| Am My Brother’'s Keeper,'" we shall continue

- to work in behalf of the welfare of our brethren and sisters at home and abroad

We are growing in pres
tige; we are growing up in many important ways.

Our United Jewish Welfare Fund drive this year raised more money thal
did the previous year's campaign. That is good and important because for the
first time in many years we reversed a downward trend in United Jewish Welfare
Fund history.

There were other events and things which took place — events made possi
ble with the aid of the Los Angeles Jewish Community Council — which ar
worthy of mention. Here are just a few: ‘

The newspapers of this city adopted a policy of mefit employment regula
tions in their “Help Wanted'* advertising columns. They eliminated, for the firs

All Yiddish loving people, interested in Yiddish culture,
drama, music, and real Yiddish atmosphere, are wecome to join
us, and thus strengthen the spiritual link of the Yiddish way
of life. '

El very small group of individuals, among them Joseph L.
Malamut, Elly Tannenholtz, -B. Wiener, A. Wolman, Harry
Sherman, L. Hamburger and a few others have conceived the
idea of a Yiddish culture club free of party affiliations and as
